The generations to come 

after they followed this path as well. This 

way, Islam spread rapidly, and many hearts 

became honored with Islam. The messages 

given through the lifestyles of believers, 

other than their words, have been influential 

in the spread of Islam in Anatolia, Africa, the 

Far East, the Balkans, and many other 

communities.
